Long and Good Service Awards

Bromley District has an enviable record for the presentation of adult awards over the last few years. The rumour
has it that we are the leading applicant District for awards in the C ountry over the passed four years!!

Currently 421 awards are held by active members of Bromley District. 2 32 (or 55%) of these have been presented
in the four years since St. Georges Day Parade 2004 .

We hope to increase this number to 250 by the next St. Georges Day Parade. Any warranted leader who has
completed at least 5y ears service and holds a valid W ood Badge for their current appointment can be nominated
fora Good Service award, as can most Group Supporters (Group Chairman, Secretary etc.) , although if any
previous award was made during the last 5 years we may have difficulty getting a further award presented until 5
years has passed.

Please contact your GSL if there is someone you think should be considered for an award or contact the DC or your
Group Chairman if you wish to nominate your GSL.

Long Service Awards are dispatched automatically by HQ after 5, 10, 15 years serv  ice and each 5 years after that
